As a lifelong student of natural history and one who appreciates the constant 
changes during the Earth's long geological time, I will position canids within the rise of 
mammals after the last great extinction.  I will also discuss the natural history, behavior and 
mythology of wolves and how humans domesticated the wolf, which became our best friend, 
the dog.

Canid anatomy and physiology, with an 
emphasis on dogs' senses, social development 
and maturation will be reviewed.

He was awarded National Institutes of Health grant to study the comparative 
pathology and disease in wild animals and humans.   

Over the past 30-
years, he has lectured extensively at colleges, universities, and ecological and conservations 
centers.
